OPEN FLOOR TO GENERAL PUBLIC -  No comments.  
OLD BUSINESS:

Willows Library –  Numbers are down some.  They were having problems with the meters that count number of patrons.  The readers are now placed in a different location since remodel.  Also the remodel process has had an effect due to library closure.
Elk Creek Library -  The numbers are down slightly.  They now have 2 new computers from Computers for Classrooms.  Keith was absent.  No word yet on possible Open House date.

Bayliss Library -  Numbers report submitted.
Library Redesign Report – Sandie provided a list to date of expenditures related to the redesign.  Walmart gave a $1000 Community Grant along with a $100 gift card for July to pick up miscellaneous.  Ray Morgan Company still has some work to do on the rewiring.  Possible cost of this may be around $500.  Sandie was going to contact the Eagle Scout to find out the progress on the Castle for the children’s area.  Would like to paint the Adult area some time but not in the near future.  Lorrie Pride asked Sandie to submit a list of the items she still needs that can be submitted to the Lions Club for consideration.  Sandie plans on attending their meeting.  The parking lot outside is on hold right now.  Sandie did say that they really need a new door for the library as they have to “chain” the door closed at night.  The next thing Sandie would like to tackle is the backroom and get it reorganized.     
2009 Summer Reading Program –  Jackie is out on Medical leave but as soon as she gets back Sandie would like her to get her committee together to get feedback.

Library Survey – The survey didn’t get put out due to the Redesign process.  Board decided to wait until Oct/Nov until the public had a chance to check out the new features in the library.  Sandie will email the survey to Board members for any revisions since some of the questions may be obsolete due the redesign. 

Volunteer/Friends of the Library Appreciation -  The volunteers recognition did not happen at the August meeting.  Sandie said that October 19-24 is National Friends of the Library Week.  She thought it would be an ideal time for the presentation at the October 13th meeting.  It was suggested to have a bulletin board for the Friends to make a proclamation of that week and to highlight volunteers, etc.  

NEW BUSINESS:

Signs, Etc. – Adele thought the Bayliss Library should put out a sign posting hours they are open that would be easily seen by people driving by.  She also thought it would be nice for the Willows to have a sign like that too.  She thought the sign like Miller & Pride had made looked very professional.  Also suggested was maybe putting out miniature trees in businesses if anyone wanted to give books to children for Christmas.  Micheals craft store in Chico has miniature trees that might be used.
