The City Manager presented this item explaining that this past December, the Council appointed

a subcommittee to commence review of the City’s weed abatement process and to recommend

appropriate changes and/or revisions to the process to the Council prior to the commencement of

the 2011 annual weed abatement season. The subcommittee recently met to address two key

components of the weed abatement process; the Willows Municipal Code sections defining the

Weed Abatement Process and the contract utilized during past weed abatement processes. Prior

to the meeting, the City Attorney reviewed the current Municipal Code sections relative to weed -
abatement, the code’s specific compliance with State Statutes relative to weed abatement, and a

specific circumstance involving change of property ownership by a bona fide purchaser prior to

the lien attachment assessed during the 2010 weed abatement process. As a result of the review, .
the City Attorney recommended revisions to the Municipal Cod Sections 8.05.120 et seq. and -
Chapter 8.10. Further, a specific recommendation was made to adopt an Ordinance similar to the -
reference identified in the City of Chico’s Municipal Code. The subcommittee then directed
staff to make immediate revisions to the Willows Municipal Code Sections 8.05, Article TII
“Weeds and Rubbish Removal”. The City Manager then added that the subcommittee met
earlier this afternoon and there was a recommendation to make a minor text amendment to the
Ordinance being presented tonight - such amendment being to modify Section 1 by removing the

words “growing upon or existing in front of properties”. With that, the City Manager stated that

the Ordinance is being introduced for first reading and he is recommending that the Mayor .
conduct the Public Hearing and upon closure, consider passage of first reading by title only, with’
the aforementioned text amendment to the Ordinance. '

Mayor Hansen opened the Public Hearing at 7:34 p.m. Doug Ross, citizen of Willows and
Reporter for the Sacramento Valley Mirror was the only person to speak during the Publlc
Hearing and Mayor Hansen then closed the Public Hearing at 7:36 p.m.

It was then moved by Council Member Holvik and seconded by Council Member Yoder that thgé _

ENTITLED "WEED AND RUBBISH ABATEMENT" OF TITLE IV DIVISION 3,
PART 2, OF THE GOVERNMENT CODE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF WILLOWS:

SECTION 1. Chapter 8.05 of the Willows Municipal Code is hereby amended to read as
follows: Section(s): 8.05.120.

8.05.120 - Provisions adopted by reference. For the purpose of providing regulations covering
the control of weeds as defined by Section 39561.5 of the Government Code of the state of
California, within the City of Willows, there is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated
herein as part of this code, Article 2 entitled "Alternative Procedures” of Chapter 13 entitled
"Weed and Rubbish Abatement” of Title IV, Division 3, Part 2, of the Government Code of the
state of California, as the same now exists or as hereafter amended, except wherein the provisions
thereof are specifically changed or amended by the provisions of this title; establishing and
adopting by reference California Government Code 39560 — 39588.

SECTION 2: It is found and determined that all formal actions of this City Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in open meetings
of this City Council, and that all deliberations of this City Council and any of its
committees that resulted in such formal actions were in accordance with all legal
requirements, and the Codified Ordinances of the City Council.

SECTION 3: The City of Willows City Council may make rules or regulations and from
time to time may amend, revoke, or add rules and regulations, not consistent with this
Section, as they may deem necessary or expedient in respect to billing for these "Weed
and Rubbish Abatement" services or the collection thereof.

SECTION 4. Severability. Should any provision of this ordinance, or its application to
any person or circumstance, be determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
unlawful, unenforceable or otherwise void, that determination shall have no effect on any
other provision of this ordinance or the application of this ordinance to any other person
or circumstance and, to that end, the provisions hereof are severable.

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force thirty (30)
days after its adoption as provided by Government Code Section 36937. '




SECTION 6. Certification. The City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption of
this ordinance and shall cause the same to be published in accordance with State Law.

The
upgrade is due to the new American Heart Association Standards and also to standardxze_ ‘
all models to the same like and kind.

The grant is for 14 new Semi-Automatic Defibrillators, one spare adult deﬁbrlllafldh bad
two Pediatric defibrillation pads, program management software, two AED trainers and-’
training for 15 members per department.

RECOMMENDATION

Adopt by motion to enter into an amended water use agreement with Glenn Colusa Irrigation
District for recycled water reuse of effluent water from the City of Willows Wastewater
Treatment Facility.

SITUATION (or BACKGROUND)

In January 2005 the City of Willows entered into an agreement with Glenn Colusa
Irrigation District to accept treated water from the Wastewater Treatment Facility.

This agreement for beneficial reuse allowed for the City to receive grant funding from
-the State of California. Under the old agreement only one site could receive these
waters to satisfy the States requirements and therefore violate the terms of the funding
and would result in the forfeiture of $ 680,000 dollars.

However this past year flows in the GCID lateral 26-2 has caused issues with the
facilities testing requirements mandated by the State. These issues resulted in plant
staff diverting waters to another recognized discharge site thereby eliminating the
issues with testing but, voiding our compliance with the funding requirements.

An annual report of water deliver to GCID is compiled by the Public Works Director and
sent to the State Water Resources Control Board for their approval. The new
amendment recognizes both discharge points that will comply and demonstrate to the
State Water Resources Control Board that both sites meet the recycled water criteria.

RECOMMENDATION

Adopt by motion to enter into an amended water use agreement with Glenn Colusa Irrigation
District for recycled water reuse of effluent water from the City of Willows Wastewater
Treatment Facility.

AMENDED WATER USE AGREEMENT BETWEEN
GLENN-COLUSA IRRIGATION DISTRICT
AND THE CITY OF WILLOWS

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this 23rd day of February, 2011, by and between
GLENN-COLUSA IRRIGATION DISTRICT, an irrigation District formed pursuant to
Division 11 of the Water Code, hereinafter referred to as "District,” and the City of
Willows, a municipal corporation existing under the laws of the State of California,
located in Glenn County, Caiifornia, hereinafter referred to as "City," who, in

consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and conditions hereinafter set forth
agree as follows:

1.0 Provisions of Agreement

1.1 The District agrees to accept up to 3.1 cubic-feet per second (cfs) (2
MGD) of Recycled Water discharged from the City of Willows
Wastewater Treatment Plant, hereinafter referred to as "WWTP,"
located at 1600 South Tehama Street, also called Hwy 99 West, into
Irrigation Lateral 26-2 located on the western boundary of the WWTP
or LC-1 tocated at the north end of the facility. Delivery fluctuations will
be experienced through seasonal flow variations, community growth,

~ and periodic operational changes. District agrees to accept a minimum
of 1,120 acre feet per year beginning in March 2006 for a minimum
period of 10 years.

1.2 The District agrees to accept water from the WWTP for delivery by
District solely for agricultural and environmental enhancement
purposes and District understands that said water originates from the
operation and use of the WWTP.

1.3 City agrees to discharge to District recycled water of certain quality for
"agricultural use" and "environmental enhancement" as those terms
are herein defined under the following terms and conditions:

1.3.1 The "agricultural use” for which recycled water is to be used

under this Agreement consists in general of the usual

+ agricultural uses, including but not limited to the watering of
crops and orchards connected with the use of land as a farm
land, but not for any industrial, commercial, or general _
residential purposes. "Environmental enhancement” shall consist
of stream flow, augmentation in the Sacramento National
Wildlife Refuge or other natural habitats bounded by the
District. The quality of water discharged by City to District
pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be
water treated to a "disinfected tertiary recycled water" standard
under Title 22, Division 4, Sections 60301, et seq., of the

- California Code of Regulations (Attachment A), but in no event
shall the pollutants in the water exceed the limitations set forth
in Paragraph 1.3.6 hereof at the time of discharge to Irrigation
Lateral 26-2 or LC-1.

1.3.2 The designated point of discharge (the discharge pipe into
Irrigation Lateral 26-2) at which City will deliver said water to
District is at N39° 30" 07.7" Latitude and W122° n* 31.7"
Longitude or LC -1 N39- 30’ 08" Latitude and W122- 11" 28"
Longitude.

1.3.3. City cannot and does not make any guarantees concerning the
quantity of water agreed to under this Agreement or concerning
the continuing availability of water except as herein expressly
provided. District understands and hereby acknowledges that
City is not guaranteeing any specific quantity of water, that City
is the sole owner of all waters underlying or in any way
connected with the WWTP, and that City agrees to discharge
water to District only in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement. District stipulates that it has no right, title, or
interest in or to any water underlying the WWTP except as
herein specifically set forth.

City shall at its sole cost and expense:

1.3.4.1 Install such pumps, pipelines, tanks, ponds, and
other facilities for discharge of water into the District's
delivery system.

1.3.4.2 Maintain and operate the facilities described in
subparagraph (1.3.4.1) for so long as it is
reasonably possible to produce and distribute
recycled water.

1.3.4.3 Be solely responsible for all costs of maintaining the

facilities described in subparagraph (1.3.4.1) for so
fong as it is reasonably possible to produce and
distribute recycled water.

District agrees to make every reasonable effort to accept any and all
water in compliance with the terms and conditions of this agreement.
If District is unable to accept discharges to either location for any
reason then the District shall notify the City and the other discharge
shall be used until such time as the District informs the City that either
lateral point can be used again for water delivery.

Shouid City fail to maintain plant effluent of such quality that meets or
exceeds the terms and conditions of this agreement, or discharges
water that is in violation of any Federal, State, or local law, regulation,
or ordinance regarding water quatity for the intended use herein,
District shall have the right to immediately cease acceptance of
recycled water and may terminate this agreement if the water does
not meet the standards established in this agreement within thirty (30)
days after City receives written notice from District. In no event shall

City agrees to compensate District for any and all damages, expenses
or costs incurred by District by reason of the construction, installation,
repair, replacement, inspection or any other act by City or its agents,
employees or representatives relating directly or indirectly to the
discharge pipe into Irrigation Lateral 26-2 or LC-1 within a reasonable
time after such work is completed and the City will pay any and all
liability, costs or expenses that may hereafter accrue against District by
reason of the construction, instaltation, repair, replacement or
inspection of the discharge pipe into Irrigation Lateral 26-2 or LC-1.

It is understood and agreed that District assumes no responsibility for
the discharge pipe's design and chosen location and the City assumes
all liability and responsibility for damages, expenses or liability of
District of whatsoever nature or kind arising directly or indirectly from
the construction, installation, repair, replacement, inspection or other
act of City relating directly or indirectly to the discharge pipe into
Irrigation Lateral 26-2 or LC-1. The assumption of liability and
responsibility for damages set forth herein extends to damages which
may accrue to third parties including, without limitations to other
damages or expenses, the costs and damages incurred due to loss of
crops, trees, vines and agricultural commodities and products arising
from the loss of water resulting from damage or breaking of District's
canals, laterals, ditches or facilities.

This agreement is made upon the express condition that District, its
directors, employees, officers, agents or consultants (hereinafter, the
"Indemnified Parties") shall be free from all liabilities and claims for
damages and suits or either of them for, or by reason of, any injury or
injuries to any person or persons or property of any kind whatsoever,
whether the person or property of City, its agents or employees, or the
person or property of District, its agents or employees, or third
persons, from any cause or causes whatsoever occasioned by the
construction, installation, repair, replacement, inspection or any other




act of City relating directly or indirectly to the discharge pipe into
Irrigation Lateral 26-2 or LC-1, and City hereby covenants and agrees
to indemnify and save District and the other Indemnified Parties free
and harmless from all liabilities, charges, expenses, including
attorneys* fees and costs, on account or by reason of any such
injuries, liabilities, claims, suits or losses, or damages growing out of
the same. This agreement to indemnify and hold free and harmliess the
Indemnified Parties shall extend to and include reasonable expert
witness fees, attorney fees and costs incurred by the Indemnified
Parties.

City shall provide District
certificates evidencing such insurance before work is commenced
hereunder and further specify in any policy of liability insurance that
District shall be provided notice at least thirty {30) days prior to the
date of any material modification or cancellation. The insurance shall
remain in effect during the period of exercise of this agreement.

City shall further maintain policies of Workers' Compensation Insurance
upon all employees hired by City for work relating directly or indirectly
to construction, installation, repair, replacement, inspection or any
other act relating directly or indirectly to the discharge pipe into
Irrigation Lateral 26-2. City shall provide District certificates evidencing
such insurance before work is commenced hereunder, pursuant to
Labor Code Section 3700.

4.0 Miscellaneous Provisions

City agrees that if at any time it becomes necessary, in District's sole
determination, for District to maintain, enlarge or alter its canals,
laterals, or ditches or install additional or alternate facilities into which
the discharge pipe had been located, the City must protect, abandon

remove its discharge pipe or pipes, at City's sole cost and expense, or
in District’s sole discretion, City may be permitted at City's sole cost
and expense to construct and install another discharge pipe at location
and according to such specifications as are at that time agreed to by
District. District will endeavor to provide ninety (90) day notice in
advance of planned construction or maintenance activities that would
so impact the operation of the discharge pipe. During periods of
maintenance or modification, recycled water flows will be temporarily
diverted to either discharge point for continued reuse.

This agreement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of, the
assigns or successors-in-interest of the parties hereto. City's right to
assign or delegate any rights or obligations hereunder is subject to the
prior written approval of the District.

This agreement will remain in place until such time as District or
City provides written notification of termination of this agreement.
The terminating party will provide written notification 6 months
prior to termination of this agreement.

4.8  The Agreement is subject at all times to any and all valid laws,
ordinances, and regulations, whether Federal, State, County or
Municipal, and any modification made to this Agreement by any such
law, ordinance or regulation that affects the conduct of the parties to
this Agreement shall not impose liability on either party hereto for
breach of their duties under this Agreement.

4.9 The failure to enforce any provision hereof shall not constitute a waiver
or estoppeis or bar the later enforcement of those provisions.

RECOMMENDATION

Authorize the Public Works Director to proceed with obtaining a licensed roofing contractor to
make the necessary repairs to the Civic Center roof and repair all interior damage using
discretionary funding identified by the Finance Director.

SITUATION (or BACKGROUND])
The Civic Center roof has outlived its useful life span specified by the roofing materials
supplier which had a ten year warranty.

The roof was installed in 1996 and is therefore essentially five years out of warranty and
despite the best efforts of public works staff to patch the leaks it has become a costly
and losing battle.

The latest leaks are now affecting the safety of the Library systems servers which are
quite costly to replace should they become damaged, not to mention that the wood
structure beneath is now showing signs of rotting as well as ceiling tile damage and
sheetrock too in several parts of the building.

initial estimates for the roof replacement range in the area of $ 65-125,000 to replace
the roof membrane and or place a new coating on top of the existing one. We will need
an additional $ 5000 to replace and repair water damage inside.

RECOMMENDATION

Authorize the Public Works Director to proceed with obtaining a licensed roofing contractor to
make the necessary repairs to the Civic Center roof and repair all interior damage using
discretionary funding identified by the Finance Director.
