WILLOWS PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES
This meeting of the Willows Public Library Board was held on Thursday, January 09, 2014 at the Willows Library.  The meeting was called to order at 11:00am by Board Trustee Lynn Soeth.

Meeting Minutes:  
A motion was made by Lisa Kennedy to accept the meeting minutes as read.  It was seconded by Julie Price.

List of Bills Paid:
Midwest Tape is for audio tapes.  Barnes & Noble was for gift cards purchased for the teen center.

Open Floor to General public:  None present

OLD/ONGOING BUSINESS:

Willows Library:  In November report, all numbers were up.  The story time number was high due to the puppet show that Lollie put on.  Jody also mentioned that Eskaton Manor (senior living facility) requested a story hour.  Lollie did one there and had 40 attendees.  December numbers were slightly lower in some areas but not surprising due to Christmas.
Bayliss Library:  Numbers continue to keep going up.  

Elk Creek:  November numbers were up.  December numbers were up and down in some areas but still impressive as they were closed for one day.

Friends of the Library:  Brian reported that the Friends have $5,285 in the bank.  The Christmas raffle proceeds were $3,547 with 77 prizes.  Brian plans to ask the Friends group to add $1000 to the raffle proceeds.  They had a short 3 day book sale before Christmas with sales approx. $55.  They managed to clear 2 racks of books.  The Friends gave books to Bayliss & Elk Creek.  Susan Domenighinni requested paperback books for the Juvenile Hall.  The friends gave them 72 books.   Brian will be delivering reference books to Walden Academy & Willows High School.  The Friends also plan on giving lots of books to the Thrift Store.  Brian has delivered wood to the high school Wood Shop teacher for the chest table they will be building for the teen section.  He also said that Lolee will be giving leftover craft packets for the Friends to sell in their store.  

Library Open House:  After a discussion, it was decided to have an Open House during regular library hours on Tuesday, February 11th.   Drinks and cookies to be provided.  Most of the teen section will be done and some of the Children’s section for the patron’s to see.
NEW BUSINESS:

ELF 2.0 Grand Funding $2020:  Jody applied for and received a Grant from the ELF Program in the amount of $2,020.  It was stiff competition but our Library received the maximum amount given out for libraries our size.  This money is specifically for the Children’s section.  ELF wants to promote literacy for families with young children.
Action Item:  Request to supplement ELF grant funding with donation funds up to $2000.  Lisa Kennedy made a motion to approve using up to $2000 to supplement the ELF Grant.  Lynn Soeth seconded the motion.  All approved

Action Item:  Approve purchase of Teen Section furniture with Community Thrift Shoppe donated funds.  A motion was made by Julie Price and seconded by Lisa Kennedy to approve purchase of furniture for teen section.  Note:  $1,277.40 for table and booths from Gaylord.  This is what the donated funds was donated specifically for.
COMMENTS BY BOARD MEMBERS:  After a discussion, the Board along with Larry Domenighinni decided to have a Library tour for the City Council sometime in March or April after the Teen Section and Children’s section have been completed.  Jody will check the calendar and get back to Board when it will be.
