Elk Creek: Staff are opening the library for one hour on Fridays to accommodate a class visit. The Grange will be holding their Harvest Festival Sat. Nov. 1st.  No art festival this year.
Friends of the Library:  Booksale will be Nov. 12-15.  Still need donations of paperbacks and some genres- cooking, crafts, bilingual, reference.  Received $100 donation from Joyful Noise to fund children’s services in gratitude for their regular visits to library for storytime. 
Update from Board of Supervisor’s Meeting:  Board of Supervisors voted to approve additional $10,000 for countywide library funding.  Hamilton City Library funding and hours were discussed.
NEW BUSINESS: 

Library and Literacy grant funds from the Willows Community Thrift Shoppe:  The Library received $2000 to update the children’s section.  Literacy received $1500 to purchase children’s books to be given to children and families at community programs and Families for Literacy program.
