Roll Call:

Meeting Minutes:  A motion was made by Lynn Soeth to accept the meeting minutes.  It was seconded by Dawn George. 
List of Bills Paid:   The NorthNet $566 was an annual fee.  OCLC Catexpress Cataloging is for Catalog software annual licensing & annual estimate of books to be cataloged.  The ILL charges are paid out $4000 received from State Library.  As a side note Jody mentioned that a question was asked at last meeting what interest we are earning for trust funds.  It averages out to .92%.
Open Floor to General Public:   none
OLD/ONGOING BUSINESS
Willows Report:  Numbers are up in almost all areas!!  E-Books has almost doubled and computer useage is back up.  Borrowers added is impressive at 51.  
Bayliss Report:  The report did not carry out the previous years numbers but Jody said that the numbers are up.  The Juveniles in particular.  There are issues at the library.  Librarian noticed books being left out, computer turned on, etc after library hours.  She and Jody had the locks changed.   
Elk Creek Report:   Jody thought report was included in packet but it wasn’t.  She did say the numbers were down and hasn’t had a chance to talk with Candy.  She mentioned that a preschool group was using library that the librarian wasn’t aware of until after the fact.  Jody said librarian should be made aware of so the numbers could be included on stats.  This should be done for all branches for the same reason.    
Willows Friends of the Library:   The Friends raised $1041.30 in their book/bake sale.  This was the most successful sale they have had in 5 years!  Unsold  VHS tapes went to Willows Thrift store.  They are giving 8 boxes of books each to the Friends of Elk Creek and to the Bayliss Friends group.  Other books went to Kennedy Manor, Willows Care Center and GCOE’s Foster Youth Program.  Next time Brian is hoping for more cookbooks, westerns, children’s books etc.  The Willows Friends meet the last Tuesday of the month at 10:30am.  Brian will now focus on the Christmas Raffle.  They have 44 donations so far.  
NEW BUSINESS
Action Item:  Request to Utilize trust funds up to $500 for purchase of library banners:  Jody would like to purchase heavy duty vinyl banners to promote the library.  Lisa Kennedy made a motion for the action item as printed and it was seconded by Lynn Soeth

Comments by Board Members:

Adrienne reported that Elk Creek just hosted the Art and Craft fair this last weekend.  The library was also open that Saturday.  The Grange Women sold sausages.  It wasn’t well attended or as many vendors but art was sold.  
Larry reported that the County received some money and they decided to give both Orland and Willows Libraries $3000 each with the stipulation these funds were to be above and beyond what the City has allotted for the libraries.  The City has agreed.  We were told this was the work of Mike Murray.  Many thanks for money that will be much appreciated

Vince Holvik popped in for a few minutes.  The Board was very happy to see him.
