NEW BUSINESS
 Summer Reading Program Plans:  Jody reported that the library will once again be cooperating with the school system as part of their “Expect Success” summer program.  The Children’s Librarian has met with the Orland librarian and school staff to begin planning activities.  The library will also be hosting the “Wild Things” program on June 20th at 1:00 p.m.  J. Price suggested better marketing to teens, especially at Walden Academy.  L. Domenighini mentioned change in school site location and new site may be easier to connect with library.
Action Item: Request to use donation funds of $40.00 to match Friends of Library for purchase of energy monitoring device.  The Friends have agreed to fund the purchase of one Belkin Energy Monitor that would be available for checkout to patrons and have requested matching funding for another device.   Willows Library will model energy device checkout program on successful programs already in place at other public libraries.  Motion to utilize $40 in donation funds was made by Adrienne Haylor and seconded by Lynn Soeth.  Motion passed unanimously.
