This meeting of the Willows Public Library Board was held on Wednesday, April 17, 2013 at the Elk Creek Library.  The meeting was called to order at 5:08 pm by Board of Trustees President, Dawn George
Roll Call:

Meeting Minutes:  A motion was made by Adrienne Haylor to accept the meeting minutes.  It was seconded by Julie Price 
List of Bills Paid:   Jody paid $3000 to Overdrive for books.  The set-up fee of $1000 was waived.  Note:  E-books are priced very different that hardback books.   For Bayliss, hooks & hardware purchased to hang things as it is a historical building which no holes can be put in walls.  Willows journal fee was for annual subscription.
Open Floor to General Public:   Dawn expressed a big thank you to Elk Creek for hosting this meeting.  Candy and other guests were happy to have us there.  
OLD/ONGOING BUSINESS
Willows Report:   Some numbers down but borrowers added was high.  Also children services is going strong.  Jody has noticed a big trend for people bringing in their own laptops and taking advantage of the wireless internet.  She also plans on getting more audio books as demand has increased for them.
Bayliss Report:  The numbers are good.  Linda the librarian continues to host many different events to draw in the community.  Huge increase in foot traffic.  
Elk Creek Report:   The numbers are slightly down.  Candy did report that she has brought the “Spark” kids over from school twice and it has worked out very well.   Prior to meeting she mentioned that their DVD and VHS collection is very popular.  Lauren Carly reported that the Elk Creek Friends will be having officer elections next month.  Also she reminded us about their popular Memorial Day yard sale in downtown Elk Creek.  Elk creek is again selling tickets for a quilt.  
 Willows Friends of the Library:    Brian reported that $1520 worth of raffle tickets for the Summer BBQ raffle had been sold (goal is $3000).  Ongoing book sale in library brings in average of $42/week.  They plan on having a “Donor” thank you reception in Oct/Nov.  13 boxes of children’s books is being donated to the friends from Sunshine preschool.   Brian is also looking for “cookie” donors for May 21st hotdog lunch.   
Overdrive Advantage Service:  Jody reports that new books are now available.  Patrons will need to sign in on website first and then they will be directed to the Willows Library private collection.  


Summer Reading Program - $1000 grant from Packard Foundation:  This grant will cover all the costs to put on the Summer Reading Program.  The theme this year is “Reading is Delicious”.  Jody plans to start the SRP on June 8th.  She is also looking for adults with special talents to do something with the young adults as there is no budget for that sort of thing.  If you know of someone, please let Jody know.  Julie suggested that Orland’s Summer Reading Program itinerary be posted in case some kids from Willows would like to participate in special activities.  

NEW BUSINESS
Willows Community Thrift Shoppe grant application:  Larry Mellow dropped off an application.  Jody wants to ask for $2000 for the young adult section of the library for new material and promotional material also.  The thrift shoppe collects a stack of applications and then goes through them.  No time frame if and when grant will awarded.

Library Budget Fiscal year 2013/2014:  There will be another city budget meeting on April 29th at 6pm in Council Chambers.  Jody doesn’t have anything to share at this point but believes that there will be no changes for the library.   

Comments by Board Members:

Adrienne reported that at the science fair she saw several familiar faces that frequent the library.  Jody says the library is very active with kids researching their science fair projects.  Larry said he is enjoying being on the Board and hasn’t heard anything about the library and budget cuts.
The Board again thanked the Elk Creek library for hosting our meeting.
