June 14, 2012
This meeting of the Willows Public Library Board was held on Thursday, June 14, 2012 at the Willows Public Library.  The meeting was called to order at 10:03 am by Board of Trustees President, Dawn George
Roll Call:
Board members present:  Dawn George, Lisa Kennedy, Lynn Soeth, Adrienne Haylor, Julie Price and Library Director, Jody Meza.
Others Present:  Brian Ramos – Willows Friends of the Library, Vince Holvik - Willows City Liaison. Keith Carly – Elk Creek Friends of the Library and Rick Longley
Meeting Minutes:  A motion was made by Adrienne Haylor to accept the meeting minutes as read.  It was seconded by Dawn George. 
List of Bills Paid:    The $137.52 from the Orland Free Library is for the Valley Mirror Microfilm.  Willows and Orland libraries switch off each year with ordering the microfilm.  This year was Willow’s turn.  The $191.40 to Workplace Pro was for Staff polo shirts for the Willows Library.  There were no questions on the Bayliss and Elk Creek list of bills paid.
Open Floor to General Public:  No comments
AGENDA REVIEW

Willows Report:  Some numbers slightly down.  The huge number is cataloging maintenance that is way up.  Our new cataloger is very busy adding, deleting and making corrections in our book collections.  Our JobNow computers are keeping very busy with people looking for jobs.  Children Services remain popular.
Bayliss Report:  Numbers remain steady with no big changes.

Elk Creek Report:  Numbers are respectable with little change from previous year.  Keith Carly reported the community raised $1000 at the recent fundraiser held over Memorial Day weekend.  They have a “beautification” project going on right now on the outside of the building.  The Elk Creek 7th & 8th grade woodworking class built a flower box with “Elk Creek Library” on front.  A new magazine rack was donated anonymously and it is being put to good use.  Adrienne reported that she hired a 12 year old, Julian Murphy, to do some yard maintenance every other week.  

Friends of the Library:  Brian Ramos reported that the Friend’s have approximately $8400 on hand.  The in-house book sales are down with only $12 for last week.  Brian says they haven’t rotated the books in there for a couple of weeks.  Once that happens, he expects sales to go up.  The Friends new fundraiser is beginning.  They are selling 100 raffle tickets @ $20/each.  This BBQ is valued at over $1000.  The next Friends meeting is June 28th at 2pm.  At this time they will elect new officers and discuss a 12 month plan which includes the popular Christmas raffle.  He said they have some new ideas besides gift baskets like a donations of cords of wood and possibly having the high school welding class weld a fire pit if they supply the materials.  Andy Gummow, Wholesale 4 U, gave the friends their 1st payment on books he has sold for them on ebay in the amount of $105.  Brian is expecting another $170 next week.  He also has 200 more books for him to sale and hopes to raise a total of $300-$400 for them.   The Friends will have another book sale in Sept or early October.  They already have a good collection of golf and cookbooks.  
Library Survey Update:  About 100 surveys have been turned in.  They haven’t had many of them from online.  The Board decided to extend the survey until July 15th.

Summer Reading Program:  Willows SRP has begun this week.  Pre-K-12th graders are all included in this program.  Not only does it have a reading component with prizes but this year they are doing some art projects.  Next Thursday, June 20th, the library will be sponsoring a “Wild Things” program on the lawn in front of the library building at 1pm.  

NEW BUSINESS

Google Chromebook Project:  Jody submitted our library to be part of a Pilot Project in connection with the State Library and Google.  The library will receive 10 Chromebooks  (like a netbook) free of charge to be used in the library.  Jody will divide them up amongst the Willows and Elk Creek branch.  They need internet wireless access.  All that they require is that we keep statistics and report back to state.  There are no associated costs for us to be part of the pilot program.
Resignation of Linda Peele-Haddeman/Bayliss Library Staffing:  Linda has submitted her resignation.  As discussed at previous Board meetings, a PERS retiree can’t be on the payroll permanently.  After much discussion with different ideas, Linda decided to resign and get a new person on Board as soon as possible.  Jody already has it in the paper and on the city website and has received one application.  It was suggested she put it on the Library site also which she said she would do.  The Board discussed a gift for Linda to express their gratitude.  Linda does not want a retirement party but we all want to honor her in some way. 

Comments by Board Members:

Lynn wanted to say a big “THANK YOU” to our Friends of the Library.  They do so much for the libraries.  The Board unanimously agreed!!  Good job Brian and Keith and all Friend’s members.
Brian also mentioned that the Friends will be donating about $1500-$2000 for new books.  Jody said that we don’t have a lot of new ones coming in due to the State cutting about 1/3 of funding for that.    
Vince reported that the City Council will have a meeting next Tuesday at 6pm for the City Budget.  He doesn’t anticipate any changes to library at this time.  They would like to have a budget in place before July 1st.
