Reports from Willows, Bayliss and Elk Creek Branches:  Board reviewed stats and discussion was held about creating a display of the books acquired through the Zip Book program.  Board also discussed issues with public computer sluggishness which is due to the Internet Explorer browser.  The Librarian will direct staff to advise patrons to use a different browser, such as Firefox of Google Chrome.
Friends of the Library:  Brian Ramos stated that the Friends currently have $5200 in funds and will be holding a $2 per bag sale in June.  The High School Wood Shop chess table has been completed and looks very nice.
Update on Books4U grant and Zip Books Program: The Librarian explained that the Books4U grant will provide the library $5000 in juvenile nonfiction titles to support Common Core education and the library will also receive $2000 for fiction purchases, for a total of $7000 in new books.  It was also clarified that the only approved vendor for the Zip Books program at this time is Amazon.
