WILLOWS PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES
This meeting of the Willows Public Library Board was held on Thursday August 8, 2013 at the Willows Library.  The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am by Board of Trustees President, Dawn George
Roll Call:
Board members present:  Dawn George, Lisa Kennedy, Julie Price, and Library Director, Jody Meza.
Others Present:  Brian Ramos – Willows Friends of the Library, Larry Domenighini – Willows City Liaison
Meeting Minutes:  A motion was made by Dawn George to accept the meeting minutes.  It was seconded by Lisa Kennedy. 
List of Bills Paid:  We asked about the NorthNet fee.  We were a member at one time with Coop Library System.  Although it no longer exists we still have to pay into PERS when needed.  It may change from year to year.  We have no way of knowing or any control.
Open Floor to General Public:   The Board discussed the 11am time of the meetings.  Those present felt it was fine and it works for Jody too.
OLD/ONGOING BUSINESS
Willows Report:  We have 2 months worth.  No big surprises.  Children services remain very strong.
Bayliss Report:  Number of people went significantly up.  The librarian felt that the new selection of children’s books made a huge difference.   .  
Elk Creek Report:   We only have the June report.   The numbers are down although computer usage remains the same.  
Willows Friends of the Library:   The Friends voted to increase book prices for the following: $0.50 for paperback/hardback/VHS Tapes.  They purged the last of the VHS tapes and 85% were children related.  Adrienne said that Glenn Co. Office of Education is getting rid of all their VHS tapes.  Brian said he would contact them.  The book sale will be Oct. 2-5th.  This time they are including a bake sale on October 3rd if anyone can contribute to it.  Brian will have more flyers to hand out later.  Their ongoing in-house book store is bringing in an average of $39/week.  They now have a sticker system to help keep the books rotating.  The 2012 Christmas raffle brought in $ 6,038 which was used to purchase 361 books and 27 audio books.  They were given a free table at the Farmer’s Market on Sept. 4th.  From 4-7pm.  They will start selling tickets for the 2013 Christmas Raffle.    Brian already has 34 prizes confirmed and is working on the rest.  Donations are accepted!!!  They donated 25 dictionaries/thesauruses to the Foster Youth Program.  They regularly donated them to the Juvenile Hall, Jail and schools.  
Summer Reading Program:  There will be a closing party for the reading program this Saturday out on the lawn.  Jody will have a report at next meeting for review.  Dawn has spoken to Lolee and there is enough books in the backroom to be able to give each participant a book.  Adrienne thought it would nice to including Bayliss, Elk Creek and Orland too.  Dawn said she would contact them.
NEW BUSINESS
$2000 funding from Willows Community Thrift Shoppe:  Jody just received confirmation that we would be receiving $2,000 due to an application she filled out requesting funds for the teen section/services of the library.  She plans on getting some furniture and having a party for the teens who participated in Summer Reading Program to get ideas from them.
Comments by Board Members:

Dawn asked if Larry had any news to share from the City.  Larry replied that the budget is set and he would like the Board to give him feedback.  He feels the City is working well together.  The Board said they would like to see raises in the Willows Employee Assn.  Our librarians in Willows top out at $10/hr while Orland’s starts at $10/hr with prorated vacation and sick days.  

Adirenne announced that there will be an Arts Festival at the Elk Creek Library October 5 & 6th.  It is a free event.
