Open Floor to General Public:  None Present

OLD/ONGOARD BUSINESS:   Willows Report:  Numbers are up with a huge jump in computer use from last year.  Laptops are now being put in that count.  Bayliss – Numbers are very good.  Jody mentioned that Americop is interested in doing a Literacy for families story time with activities like snacks & crafts   More to follow at a later date if it’s a go.  Elk Creek:  Numbers are slightly down
Friends of the Library Report:   The Friends have approximately $5,390 in the bank with $150 earmarked for small items to purchase.  There was a requested from Deputy Knight for books for teenagers at the Security Hall.  The Friends gave them some Atlas, reference books and reading books and will continue to set aside books for them.  The Ongoing Sale was impressive with $60.  Their 5013C has been temporarily suspended until required documentation from 2010-2014 has been submitted.  Brian, Laura and Ron are working on paperwork and hope to have matter taken care of in 2-3 months.  In the meantime, anyone who wants to write a check for the Friends is being asked to write it directly to the library.  The May book sale may be postponed if 5013c isn’t reinstated by then.  
Report on demonstration of Digital Microfilm Reader:  The Library was given a complete demonstration here at the library for the Reader.  Jody was very impressed.  It can be accessed remotely, user friendly and has video tutorials.  The only drawback is that it will take a new advanced computer to run.  We cannot use an old computer.  They dropped the price another $500 so Jody is ready to order.

Report from Midyear Budget Review:   There are currently no changes to library budget.  Larry asked that the invitations for the April 7th open house be sent to city leaders and supervisors.
NEW BUSINESS:

Plans and funding for Summer Reading Program 2015:  Jody has ordered the materials for program.  She has been awarded grants from the Packard Foundation in last 2 years and hopes to again this year.   The County applies for this grant through the Sparks program.   Information has been vague up to this point but she hopes the funds come through.  This years theme is “Read to the Rhytym”.  She has Wild Things scheduled to come on July 7th at 1pm.  Wild Things will also be going to the Orland Library.  Each library will pay $350 for the well-attended program.  

ACTION ITEM:  Request to change Elk Creek Library hours to Thursday, 2-6pm and Fridays, 12-4pm:  The change is in response to requests to accommodate the school & community.  Dawn George made a motion to change library hours as stated and it was seconded by Adrienne Haylor and Lynn Soeth.  Motion passed unanimously.
ACTION ITEM:  Request to utilize Elk Creek county fund balance up to $500 for purchase of new books:  The Library has identified  what is needed in their collections and are requesting new books.  A motion was made by Julie Price to approve this action item.  Dawn Geore and Adrienne Haylor both seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously.

Keith Carly reported that Larry Domenghini spoke at the Elk Creek Rangeland meeting and did a plug for the Library.  Thank you, Larry!
Open house for April 7th will be from 1-7pm.  The puppet show begins at 1pm.  Board is asked to bring a refreshment to share that day.
