WILLOWS PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES 8-14-14
This meeting of the Willows Public Library Board was held on Thursday, August 14, 2014, at the  Willows Public Library.  The meeting was called to order at 11:02am by Board President, Dawn George.

Roll Call:  Board members present: Dawn George, Lisa Kennedy, Adrienne Haylor, Julie Price and Library Director, Jody Meza
Others Present:  Brian Ramos, Willows Friends of the Library and Larry Domenighini, Willows City Council Liaison.

ACTION ITEM: Nomination of office for fiscal year 2014/2015:  Dawn George made a motion to elect Julie Price as President.  It was seconded by Adrienne Haylor.  All ayes, motion carried.  Lisa Kennedy made a motion to elect Adrienne Haylor as Vice President.  It was seconded by Dawn George.  All ayes, motion carried.  Dawn George made a motion to elect Lisa Kennedy as Secretary.  It was seconded by Julie Price.  All ayes, motion carried.

ACTION ITEM:  Minutes of the meeting of July 20, 2014:  Dawn George made a correction to section titled National Literacy month under new business.  First line should read as follows: Dawn George reported that it is the 30th anniversary of the CA Library Literacy Services.  Dawn George made a motion to accept the meeting minutes with correction noted.  It was seconded by Adrienne Haylor.

List of Bills Paid:  Office Depot of $107.48 was for 2 office chairs for Elk Creek.

Open Floor to General Public:  None Present

OLD/ONGOARD BUSINESS:   Willows Report:  Number are up.  Computers and E-books are way up.  Bayliss Report:  Numbers are up!  Elk Creek:  Numbers are up.  On July report numbers reflect that the Spark Program kids came in.

Friends of the Library Report:   Brian Ramos said that they have tentatively set the Annual Friends Book sale the 1st half of November.  The Friends donated 23 dictionaries & thesauruses to the Foster Youth Backpack program.  They have participated for the last 3 years.  They just completed a big purge of the in house books for sale.  30% are now new books.  They are still averaging $40/week.  They are looking at different ideas for the Christmas raffle such as 5 to 8 big prizes and a silent auction.   Christmas fair slated for December 6th.  

Updates of Books4U and Zip Books Grant:  With the $7000 Book4U Grant, 127 Fiction titles and 231 juvenile nonfiction titles were purchased.  Rachel is still working on processing all of them.  
Jody gave a copy of zip book $4000 Grant breakdown – see attached report from Jody.   Due to the overwhelming customer response, we were awarded another grant for current fiscal year for $10,000.  It was noted that Bayliss and Elk Creek can make book requests too.
Summer Reading Program:  Jody will submit report next month as the Children’s Librarian is on vacation.

The Willows Library will be hosting a Willows Authors Night on September 23 from 4-6pm.  Refreshments are needed.
NEWBUSINESS

ACTION ITEM:  Discuss Public Computer situation, approval of trust funds in the amount of (?) for replacement/upgrades:  Jody presented a City of Willows memo from Tim Sailsbery with estimate by Matson and Isom Technology Consultants for the installation and configuration of 9 public use workstations.  After Board discussion, Adrienne Haylor made a motion to go with Matson and Isom quote of $12,579 for Public use computer infrastructure upgrade.  It was seconded by Dawn George.  All ayes, motion carried.

ACTION ITEM:  Request to permanently change Elk Creek Branch hours to Tuesday, 10-2pm & thyursdays 3-7pm to accommodate the SPARK program:  After Board discussion, Dawn George made a new motion to change Elk Creek Branch hours to Thursdays 3-7pm and Saturdays 9-1pm with agreement with Librarian to keep daily attendance stats for future reference and consideration.  It was seconded by Adrienne Haylor,  All ayes, motion carried. 
Comments by Board Members/Others:  
Dawn George reported that she attended the Northern California Literacy Coalition meeting held in Eureka last week.  At the meeting she was elected President of the Coalition for the next 2 years!  They have quarterly meetings,  Next one will be November 10th in Woodland.  

Larry Domenghini gave City Council update that Mr. Holsinger announced his retirement sometime in 2015.  There are 3 candidates running for 2 City Council Seats.  Candidates are Jim Yoder, Jeff Cobb and Jeff Williams.  In December they will be redoing committee assignments.  Of course, the Board would like Larry to remain our representative!

Next Board Meeting:  The next board meeting is scheduled for September 11, 2014 at 11am at the Willows Public Library.
